For someone who prides himself on language and the
power of words, I find myself at a loss for an adequate
way to thank Sue Goddard, Dr. John Beyers, and the
staff at Grace United Methodist Church for the
delightful gift they gave us in September. Ever since
our opening program for the new season, the one song
I’ve been singing to myself is “Amazing Grace!”

From the pyramid of punch glasses during the
“social hour” to the last note of Wagner’s “Ride of the
Valkyries” it was an evening to remember! (It would
be interesting to know how many notes Frederick
Hohman played in his incredible program of organ
pieces and orchestral transcriptions!) On my eighth
grade piano recital, my friend Donna O’Neal and I
played a four-hand arrangement of von Suppe’s “Poet
and Peasant Overture” — every note and nuance came
back to me as I listened to it again. And how much
more we enjoyed the dinner with Greg Colson’s
improvisations at the piano!

It was a wonderful opportunity to share in the
celebration of Sue’s fiftieth anniversary at Grace.
To serve a congregation so faithfully, and to be
nurtured by a congregation so thoroughly is indeed
something to be celebrated. The spectacular renovation
of the sanctuary at Grace, both visually and
acoustically, and the 101 ranks sounding literally
from the four corners of the space attest to the high
esteem which music (read “Sue Goddard”) holds in
the worship life, and in the hearts, of that congregation.

My hope is that we can keep that thread of
enthusiasm running through the entire season, so
that when we come to the time to host the Regional
Convention in June, we can demonstrate to the rest
of the region what hospitality, congeniality, and
collegiality are all about.
